With this in mind, a key element of the completed engineering assessment (as part of
the Stage 3 Scheme Assessment process) was the development of a potential
construction sequence to inform lane closure constraints on the contractor during

construction. P o m )

scheme will create significant disruption for road users. Transport Nl is currently

developing an overall traffic management strategy to mitigate this disruption. This Travelw'se
strategy will include traffic management initiatives similar to those implemented for the Moxtheen katand
completed M1/Westlink scheme.
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
